
There are many different merchants from whom you may purchase your textbooks.  It is a simple process to purchase them all from one vendor, but if you are willing to put in some time, you can save a substantial sum by shopping around.

It is imperative that you search for the exact match for the book on our list.  The easiest way to accomplish this is to search by ISBN.  Every book has a unique number; different editions of the same text also have different numbers.  However, very often, different editions in addition to the one requested will show up in your search result even though you’ve not asked for them, so be sure to read the fine print carefully to ascertain the edition being offered.  

If you type “Textbooks” or “Cheap Textbooks” into your search engine, you will have a plethora of choices!

A few notes for Foreign Language books:

· The new Spanish 1 book is expensive, but will be used for this year’s Spanish 1 and next year’s Spanish 2 students.  
Be sure to check these sites first so that even if you look elsewhere for the book, you will know the exact requirements:

· For Spanish 1, 2, Accelerated 2, 3, and Accelerated 3:  To purchase books directly from the publisher, search http://www.vhldirect.com/store/ . Go to Spanish Programs, click on desired textbook, select “Student edition with Supersite passcode.”  
· To purchase Honors Spanish 4 text from the publisher, go to www.mheonline.com.  Type name of book, then click “student materials” to purchase.

· To purchase French 1, 2, or 3 texts from the publisher, go to www.holtmcdougal.com. Plug ISBN (no dashes) into the “quick cart.”

· To purchase Honors French 4 text from the publisher, go to http://www.pearsonschool.com. Text should include 1-year license to Digital Course.

· For Latin 1A, 1B, 1, 2, and 3:  go to www.mheonline.com.  Type name of book, then click “student edition” to purchase.

· For AP Latin:  books may be obtained from www.bolchazy.com.
